10. Do not drive on steep slopes

As a result
the slip of tire causes the driver to fall down, which can cause accidents. This product is equipped with ABS
brake function to hold the tire lock, enabling more secure braking.

It uses the principle that maximum static
friction force is larger than kinetic friction, so that braking distance (distance from breaking to
stopping] is shorter than that of normal brake. It has the advantage that the vehicle does not slip
well when wheel Is rotating.andit is a brake assist system that can stop more safely without wheel
lock and slip.

* Precautions when using the ABS function

ABS has the advantage of being able to stop at the shortest braking distance that can be
obtained from the tires and road conditions. However, due to the principle of repeatedly

holding and releasing the brake several times in a second, a lot of vibration occurs in the
motor and the body. Repetitive vibration caused by this may cause frequent loosening of
the motor, rim, fixing part and body fixing bolt.

1. Only use the charger that was supplied with your product to charge ﬂ
lithium-ion battery. Use of an unauthorized charger could cause serious -
damage to the battery and can cause fire.

2. Charge lithium-ion battery within 0-45°C and discharge within -20-60°C.
Charging and discharging the battery not within the appropriate temperature may
damage the lithium-ion battery.

3. Do not leave lithium-ion battery in any place exposed to direct sunlight or high
temperature. Do not store it in wet places. Always store it in dry places.

4. Charge lithium-ion battery in dry, open, and well-ventilated place. Do not charge the
battery near inflammable goods.

5. Inthe winter, bring the battery from outside to inside, temperatures changed from low
to high and this may cause dew condensation. In this case, do not charge the battery
immediately, but charge it after reducing temperature difference.

6. If the battery protection circuit is damaged, the battery emits an unusual smell, or
the battery leaks, contact the authorized service center immediately and get technical
support.

7. Put lithium-ion battery in a safe place out of the reach of children and pets.

8. Do not reverse the polarity on a battery and short-circuit. Also exposing the battery to
excessive shock can result in an explosion of the battery.

9. Do not do stunts or jumps on the product on bumpy surfaces. Exposing a battery pack
to excessive shock can result in fire on the battery. If there are some crashes while
driving, then you should remove it out of the product to check whether the battery is
working well.

10. Connecting the charger when the product is waterlogged, the risk of electric shock
and fire is very high. Do not charge the battery in this case and the battery should be
checked by an expert before charging.

11. Do not disassemble or incinerate lithium-ion battery. To safely dispose of Llithium-
lon battery, put it as industrial waste and be careful not short-circuit occurs in the
terminals.

12. If the battery requires replacement after long-term use, replace it with the new one
through the authorized dealer. Normally, the discharge capacity of lithium-ion battery
normally decreases more than 15% after 300 times of cycle use.

* Be careful that excessive throttle leaning and manipulation of the throttle can cause
malfunction due to internal parts damage.

* Check the fastening condition and clearance of the QR lever on the handle.

2. Check brake and cable

* The brake braking force is sufficient to check the operating condition. If the braking force is significantly
lowered, use it immediately after inspection and action.

 Check that the brake pad is not worn, that the cable is not loose, that the cable is not
damaged, or that there is no leakage in the case of hydraulic brakes.

e |f there is an unusual feeling or noise during operation, check for breakage, wear and
deformation of the inner wire of the brake cable.

* Check that the bolts and nuts of the brake fixing parts are not loose, and that the disc
Is not deformed or damaged.

3. Check tire pressure and uniaxial condition

 Check the front and rear tires for wear and punctures and check the proper air pressure
(45 to 50 psi) for the tire. When the shortage of air is shortened, the possibility of
puncture increases, so check always.

* |t Is necessary to judge the replacement time by observing the appearance of the tire
such as tire damage, uneven wear.

* Make sure that the bolts and nuts of all parts of the product are tight and free from
loosening. Check the fastening condition and clearance of the folding and fixing
